ZAPture is ANB's mobile data collection platform that supports a wide variety of 

data workflows. The ZAPture App simplifies the many hassles typically associated 

with manually entering data. The app will be available early February, 2022.

Å ZAPture will utilize the capabilities of ANBôs Document Recognition and 

Management (DRM) platform to capture and process information essential for 

the delivery of energy efficiency programs. ZAPture will be integrated with 

EEPM.

Å Advantages of the ZAPture app:

o The new App is designed to allow HVAC installers to collect data onsite.

o The ZAPture app collects and syncs the data into the EEPM tool.

o Installers will only need to login into EEPM and review the customers data 

before closing the final report and submitting for payment.

with your EEPM login credentials and security code received via email. Security code 

is not required after first time login.

NOTE: A new application has to be submitted each year by all SPs. Applications will be 

available thru SP EEPM dashboard. SPs should review emails, contacts and phone number 

for current status before submitting application.
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PROGRAM FUNDING

Å SP's can request additional funding (via email) during the month if 

funding is available and CFR is less than 5% once they have submitted 75% 

of their tier allocation. 

Á Each SP is responsible for monitoring and managing their budget. 

Á The PM can add funds as needed at the request of the SP or as the budget 

allows.

Å At their request, SPs exceeding their allocation for two consecutive months 

can be eligible to move to the next higher level of allocation if their CFR is 

less than 10% and funding is available.

Å New SP's normally start in lowest tier but can be reviewed by the PM.

Å When overall funding cannot support allocations each SP can receive 

additional funds at their request. Funds will not be automatically added.
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HVAC (HEE & LIW) 2022 BUDGET

Å Each SP is responsible for managing their budget and communicating 

with the PM.

Å Current budget status, for program and SP is available on the SPôs 

dashboard on the EEPM site.

Å Expectation is that the SP will share budget status with their sales team 

and any other employees that are involved in marketing the program to 

customers.

Å Funds can be moved from option to option depending on activity.
